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HOW TO USE THE
CHARLESTON CHAIN REACTION LOG

The purpose of the Charleston is to expedite hand development. What happens if you
have tiles that can be used in more than one category or for more than one hand? Do
the same exercise with the same tiles for each option and compare results to see
which option would have been best.

This exercise tests your instincts. You will see that almost any category you choose
can work with making the right decisions at the right time.

« -The setup for this exercise is the same as for Charleston Modeling, but this time
grab your camera so that you can document your dealt hand and take a picture of
each incoming pass.

« ldentify the strength of the hand and choose a category for Plan Aand a
different one for Plan B.

« -Proceed with the Charleston and make decisions that focus on Plan A. Document
your results (e.g., category, hand, number of discards at the end of the Charleston)
for comparison later.

« -Recreate your dealt hand and each of the passes using the photos, and then
replay the Charleston making decisions focused on Plan B.

« -Compare the results to see which plan was best.

Due to limited space, consider using these abbreviations for categories on the card:

Year=YR Quints=QN Winds-Dragons = WD
2346 =EV Consecutive Run=CR 369 =369
Any Like Numbers=LN 13579 =0D Singles and Pairs =SP

Addition Hands = AH

Add "#" after the category abbreviation to document a specific hand. For example, EV
#3-2 would be the third hand on the right under the 2468 category. An acronym for
joker bait could be "JB."

Document notes as you did with Charleston Modeling.

If you decide to work with an instructor, this should give them insight into how they
can help you improve decision-making.
